
West, Bingham, Ogden Win 
2009 State Chess Championships 

 
Extending an impressive streak, Salt Lake City’s West High School captured first place in 

the 2009 Utah State High School Chess Championship 4A division for the fourth straight year, 
posting the tournament’s highest team total (28.0 points, from its top five players).  Bingham 
High (23 points) won the 5A division, and Ogden and Wasatch Academy (13.0 points, top four 
players) tied for 1st place in the 1A-2A-3A division, with Ogden winning on tie-breaks based on 
strength of competition. 

In a dramatic 3-way tie, Jeremy Troff (Bingham), Adam Mielke (West), and Tony Chen 
(West) were the State High School Chess Co-Champions (6.0 points out of a possible 7.0), with 
Troff winning on tie-breaks. 

Grade-level 1st-place winners included Oscar Gonzalez, 9th grade (West, 5.0 points); Antonio 
Padron, Brian Grisenti, and Jorge Salazar, 10th grade (tie; Snow Canyon, 5.0 points); Evan Clark 
and Steven Herrera, 11th grade (tie; West, 5.0 points); and Michael Gustafson (Bingham), Dave 
Evans (Highland), Ryan Lewis (Pineview), Jamie Visker (Lehi), and Ali Momeni (Olympus), 
12th grade (tie; 5.0 points).  

Chen also captured the Speed Chess Championship, followed by Mielke and Gustafson. 
Finishes are listed in tie-break order where relevant. 
107 students from 26 schools throughout the state participated in the seven-round, two-day 

tournament held February 27-28 at Highland High School.  Nye Thuesen and Aaron Eatchel of 
the Highland High Chess Club ran the tournament, with the assistance of Bill Clark for pairings 
and the University of Utah Chess Club for monitoring and adjudicating matches.
